LOCAL AMENITIES 

The town of Bo.ness offers a choice of shops, supermarkets, primary and secondary schooling, recreation 

centre with swimming pool and regular bus services to the surrounding areas. It is ideally situated for access 

to the M9 motorway and Edinburgh Airport. The Royal Burgh of Linlithgow is just a short drive away and has a 

mainline railway station with services to Glasgow, Edinburgh and Stirling. Throughout the town, there are 

stunning views of the Forth and the hills beyond.  

 

Bo’ness has recently enjoyed a period of growth in terms of new housing developments built by major national 

builders and this is set to continue with the proposed regeneration plan for the town centre and harbour area  

 

DIRECTIONS 

From the M9 take the Bo'ness/ Grangemouth cut off (junction 5) and turn right at the end of the slip road. 

Proceed along to Cadgers Brae roundabout take the first exit on to the Dual carriageway for Grangemouth 

and Bo' ness. Proceed along dual carriageway in the right hand lane and at roundabout take the second exit 

onto Wholeflats Road. Proceed to the end of Wholeflats Road to the mini roundabout and take the second exit 

onto Grangemouth Road. Travel along Grangemouth Road and continue to follow the road onto Dean Road.

Entrance via upvc door with opaque glazed insert 
into welcoming reception hallway  with light point to 
the ceiling and wood effect laminate to the floor. 
Window to the side with roller blind fitted. Handy 
recess area currently utilised as a study. Radiator 
and power point. Access to the lounge, fitted 
kitchen and carpeted stairs leading to the upper 
level.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

 

 
 
LOUNGE (13'0" x 13'2")  
Access to the lounge via recently fitted oak effect 
door with Rennie MacIntosh style glazed insert. 
This spacious, modern room has a window 
formation to the front of the property overlooking 
the well maintained garden and with vertical blind 
fitted. Modern 'living flame' gas fire housed within a 
solid Egyptian Limestone surround and creating a 
focal point to the room. Light fitting to the ceiling 
and neutral carpet to the floor. Cupboard neatly 
housing the electric meters. Radiator, power points, 
TV point and BT point. 



 

                                                                            
 
 
 
                                 

 

 

DINING KITCHEN (13'8" x 7'8") Excluding 
Cupboard  
Recently fitted kitchen in a range of ultra modern 
high gloss wall and base units in cream with 
stainless steel handles and complimentary wood 
effect work surfaces. Tiled to splash back areas in 
neutral shades. Integral stainless steel double oven 
and integral halogen hob with stainless chimney 
style extractor canopy above. Plumbed for washing 
machine and space for fridge freezer. 1 ½ drainer 
sink with mixer tap.
